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Concurrently with the domination of 
industry in Lyngby and along the Mill 
River, the traditional occupation of 
agriculture has thrived in the rest of 
the municipality.

The proximity of the capital and the 
sale of agricultural products to town in-
habitants had since earlier times made 
the Lyngby peasants well off. But The 
Copenhagen City Council appropriated 
almost all of the farms in Lyngby and 
Lundtofte in order to be able to build 
houses on them at a later date, and 
the local agriculture had to give up.

Today, Dyrehavegård and Frederiksdal 
are the only farms surviving.

Some other traditional occupations still 
survive and make their mark on Lyngby-
Taarbæk. Hunting and forestry are 
carried on in Frederiksdal and the Deer 
Park, and fish are caught in boats sailing 
from Taarbæk. 

Now it is occupations withim trade and 
service that characterise the municipa-
lity.

Apart from this, teaching and education 
play an important role in the municipa-
lity, with Denmark’s Technical University 
leading the field.

Fishing boats were dominant in Taar-
bæk harbour until the 1930’s. Taarbæk 
has been known as a fishing harbour 
since the 1600’s.

The district has always been known as 
a place for holiday making and out-
ings. Frederiksdal and the Deer Park 
are still popular resorts for people 
from Copenhagen to go on outings, 
and Lyngby-Taarbæk’s function as a 
recreative district is an important fea-
ture of the municipality.  

All these development trends, of which 
many have been apparent for a long 
time, have made Lyngby-Taarbæk into 
a living and varied local society with a 
luxuriant natural environment and an 
exiting cultural history.

The arms are divided in two
One symbolises Kongens Lyngby par-
ish and the other symbolises Taarbæk 
parish.

The Kongens Lyngby arms shows a sil-
ver coated river meandering through a 
red background with three mill wheels 
in the river. The image symbolises the 
Mill River running through the Munici-
pality of Lyngby-Taarbæk from Furesø 
lake to Øresund and the water mills 
situated by the river, which have ex-
ploited its water power for more than 
1100 years. Above the silver stream 

you see a golden crown floating in the 
air. The crown commemorates the fact 
that in the 1200’s Kongens Lyngby 
belonged to the king and was until the 
time of the enclosures almost entirely 
royal property. Underneath the river 
you see two silver coated heather 
twigs and above the river you see two 
more silver coated heather twigs.

The Taarbæk parish arms, which illus-
trate its connection with Øresund, has 
a blue background on which is placed 
an upright boat hook crossed by two 
upright oars. Behind them, you see a 
horizontal fishing trap. All the fishing 
implements are silver coated.

On the 1st floor of the Town Hall, above the door to the local council meeting room, you can see 
the municipal arms as they were in former times. The small photograph shows them as they 
are today.
